This award gives learners an opportunity to gain some basic skills in caring for children and is often an award that leads candidates to progress
to further qualifications. The MCQ test covers all the learning outcomes in the syllabus.

The MCQ test is appropriately rigorous and mainly requires candidates to recall knowledge, but a small number of questions require candidates

to apply their knowledge to simple situations such as
‘how will adults know if a play session has gone on too long? or ‘a good way for an adult to provide positive reinforcement to a child is ---
Many candidates achieved these more difficult questions successfully. Candidates who referred were sometimes those who had not attempted

several of the questions in the test.

Some candidates were less accurate in their understanding of human development in young people and adults. The areas where most
candidates demonstrated a sound basic knowledge continued to be health and safety, food, practical aspects of everyday care of young
children, providing toys or equipment for babies and common types of play activities.

This award continues to be highly successful. It is well-established and tutors are able to guide candidates towards successful achievement.
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
